2010-2011 Grassroots Arts Program Grant 
The Halifax County Arts Council awards Grassroots Arts Grants to nonprofit organizations.  These grants are made available by the North Carolina General Assembly through the North Carolina Arts Council’s Grassroots Arts Program.  Allocations to each country are based on population figures.  In Halifax County, the Halifax County Arts Council is the Designated County Partner, as nominated and approved by the North Carolina Arts Council.   

Organizations and schools eligible for support must be located in Halifax County and have a 501(c)3 federal tax exempt status or be a 501(c)3 like organization.  The applicant need not have a mission that is primarily cultural or artistic.  If a not for profit organization does not have a 501(c)3 status and wishes to apply or a Grassroots grant, it must secure as fiscal agent another organization with this status.

Projects must take place between July 1, 2010 and June 30, 2011.
Priority will be given to multicultural organizations and projects (African American, Native American, Hispanic, Asian American).  
Organizations must have been active one year prior to making a request and be governed by a representative board.

Colleges, universities, community colleges and technical institutes may apply if the project will be community based, will generate area-wide cultural involvement and will not be an internal program. Schools may apply for innovative arts education projects.
Individual artists are not eligible to apply for Grassroots Arts Grants.  Grantees may contact individual artists whose services fall within the scope of the project.

Grassroots Arts funds must be matched dollar for dollar with cash raised locally and spent on the same project during the same fiscal year for which funding is requested.

In-kind contributions cannot replace cash for matching purposes, but can be documented as supplemental evidence of support.

Funds may be used for community arts programming;  for permanent, part time or consultant salaries;  and for administrative and operating expenses.  Typical uses include program expenses such as artists fees and travel, space rental, advertising, publicity, scripts, costumes, sets, props, music, art supplies and equipment rental and purchase.  

Grassroots Arts Program funds may NOT be used for deficit reduction, contingency funds, food or beverages for hospitality or entertainment functions, interest on loans, fines or litigation costs, lobbying expenses, tuition for academic study, indirect cost rate expenses, capital expenditures or internal school arts instructional costs such as purchase of books, art supplies, or during school artist residencies.  In addition, funds can NOT be used for permanent equipment, construction or renovation of facilities, logo development and design, cash awards, or fund raising events.  In addition, the NC Arts Council has ruled against the use of Grassroots Arts funds for the following:  aerobics, magic shows, aerobic dance, martial arts, beauty pageants, mineralogy/gemology.  

All funds must be administered in compliance with the Fair Labor Act and Title 6 of the Civil Rights Act, Section 504 Rehabilitation Act, and Title 9 of the Education Amendment, if applicable.
All grantees will be required to sign a contract with the Halifax County Arts Council, and must adhere to that contract, including submission of a final report and other required reports and documentation.
